CO-SUPERVISION

General Information and procedures

PROCEDURES:

1 - Fill in the co-orientation agreement form with the required information from the foreign university and the student, in accordance with UFSC's regulations. The form must be sent by email to the Prorectorate for Graduate Studies (PROPG) for examination before approval of the faculty board and signatures.

2 - After examination, the document is sent back for approval of the graduate program's faculty board at UFSC and collection of signatures from the supervisor and the coordinator of the program in which the student is registered at UFSC.

3 - All of the document's counterparts must be delivered to PROPG, dated, signed and initialed on each page (by the supervisor and the program coordinator at UFSC), in order for us to collect the signatures of the Rector and the Pro-Rector for Graduate Studies.

4 - If the document has not yet been signed by the student and the other institution student, all counterparts are returned to the graduate program for the signatures to be provided. One counterpart, completely signed, must be delivered at PROPG for archiving.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

- The co-supervised student is a regular student at UFSC, normally registered at CAPG, the online academic system for graduate programs. Therefore, s/he must meet all the requirements of the program in order to obtain the doctoral degree (such as minimum amount of credits, mandatory courses, qualification exam, etc.).

- The period during which the doctoral student remains at the partner institution can be counted at UFSC (during this period, the student’s situation in CAPG is described as “internship in another institution”).

- The validation of courses taken abroad can occur in accordance with the norms of UFSC and the graduate program. It must go through analysis and approval of the faculty board and must be within the limits established by the current law.

- The minimum period of stay at UFSC is one year. For shorter periods, a careful analysis will be undertaken, as long as there is justification for the request, given the need to meet the regular requirements of the doctoral degree at UFSC.

- Contact with the student and the other institution concerning academic issues should be made by the graduate program in which the student is enrolled at UFSC.

- UFSC will confer the degree only if the defense takes place here. If it takes place at the foreign university, the degree conferred by that institution will be recognized by UFSC, with equal validity as the Brazilian degree and free of charge.

- Studies conducted during a co-supervision agreement will result in one single dissertation.
- Expenses such as registration fees and other fees that may be charged by the foreign institution are the student's responsibility.

- No specific scholarship is granted for students in co-supervision (some students may hold a scholarship from the PDSE – Sandwich Doctoral Degree Program, but there is no connection between that scholarship and co-supervision).

- If the student has a scholarship in Brazil, s/he must comply with the grant rules during the period in which the studies are conducted abroad. In most cases, the suspension of the doctoral scholarship during this period is required. 

- The total number of counterparts of the co-supervision agreement form will depend on the foreign institution. At UFSC, three counterparts are required (1 for PROPG, 1 for the graduate program and 1 for the student).
